Whilst the GB Vets medal haul of just 4 (GOLD Lance
Kinder, SILVER Mandy Akin Karen Hume and Ian Ross)
wasn’t as good as the previous 2 events — 2016 Joburg
(8 total) and 2014 Hong Kong (6 total), England did win the
Nations Cup, comprehensively 556 points to Australia’s
